In addition to the players and parents of both clubs lining the field, chant-

ing and singing, many other teams came over to watch the excitement as 

well. The game went into penalty kicks and our team won.  As the last shot 

was saved and our team was victorious, I watched as more than sixty kids 

from Denver Soccer Club went running on to the field to celebrate with the 

U15õs.  I look forward to the time when our club creates that same excite-

ment! 

The excitement we are looking to create in Grand Junction will be with the 

òNEW Fire Classicó July 29-31.  The tournament we are now calling the 

òBorder Battleó will draw a new level of soccer to our community and show 

off Grand Junction.
