Traditionally, the bigge$
transition in youth soccer is from U10 to U11. It is at this age that we lose many kifls
for one reason or another. Those reasons usually are along the lines of travel, codt,
commitment, and playing opportunities.
The move to U1l around the country means the start of competitive soccer league
It is no different for us here in Grand Junction. In order for our top level players to
compete we need to join the state league known as the Colorado State Youth Socger
Association (CYS). Our United Teams will play state league or in the Western Slope
Soccer League (WSSL). Both scenarios require teams to travel to the Front Range or
along the F70 corridor. Up until this time, there has been one level we have not begn
able to provide for; those players that simply want to stay in Grand Junction on Safur-
days and have fun, at a less competitive, less expensive level of play.

As a staff, we have recognized this problem and have come up with a solution to keep
kids playing soccer while still making it affordable. Starting in the Fall, we are goinpg
to expand our InHouse League to U1l and U12 kids. The options our new U11 kids
will have will be our Fire FC Premier Team playing in the state league (CYS), our Hire
FC United Team which will play either in the Western Slope Soccer League (WSSL) @
the state league (CYS) depending on the level and commitment of the team, and gur
8v8 U10-U12 InHouse League.
